The Elk Point City Council met in special session on Monday, December 21, 2015 at 7:00pm in the council chambers of City Hall located at 106 W. Pleasant Street with Mayor Trobaugh presiding and these members present:  Verros, VonHaden, Zevenbergen and Buum.  Absent was:  McCreary and Penfield.  Also present were:  City Attorney Thompson, City Administrator Nelsen, Acting Police Chief Limoges, Public Works Director Buum and Finance Officer Hammitt.  

Motion made by Zevenbergen , seconded by VonHaden to approve the agenda.  All in favor.

Motion made by VonHaden and seconded by Verros, to approve the following bills and to instruct the Finance Officer for payment of the same.  Unanimous. Motion by Verros, seconded by Zevenbergen to authorize an automatic supplement of $4,076.99 to the General Fund Machinery and Equipment Budget Expense for the use of General Fund Other State Revenue Grant proceeds to fund the purchase of body cameras. Unanimous.

Motion by VonHaden ,seconded by Buum, to authorize an automatic supplement of $3,034.81 to the General Fund Police Radio Budget Expense for the use of Other State Grant proceeds to fund the purchase of police radios.  All in favor.

Moved by Zevenbergen and Verros seconded a motion to authorize an automatic supplement of $1,000.00 to the General Fund West Nile Supplies and Materials Expense for the use of Other State Grant proceeds to fund the purchase of West Nile Chemicals. Unanimous.

Motion made by Buum, seconded by VonHaden to authorize an automatic supplement of $9,131.13 to the following expenses:
1. Street Repairs and Maintenance:  $7,171.34
2. Police Salaries and Wages:  $158.76
3. Police Supplies and Materials:  $1,800.00
The use of Federal Grant proceeds will fund the purchase of painted safety crosswalks and the Bike Rodeo.  All in favor.

Motion by Buum and seconded Zevenbergen, to approve a transfer of $7,000.00 from the General Fund to the General Fund Restricted for Future Police car as budgeted.  Unanimous.

Motion made by Verros, seconded by Buum to approve a transfer of $30,000.00 from the Water Fund to the Water Fund Restricted for Rose Street.  All in favor.

Moved by Zevenbergen and VonHaden seconded a motion to approve a transfer of $10,000.00 from the Sewer Fund to the Sewer Fund Restricted for Rose Street.  Unanimous.

Motion by Buum, seconded by VonHaden to adjourn, All in favor.
