City Administrator Nelsen provided the council with approximate costs for insurance and to construct the shooting range.  Police Officer Trudeau presented the council a model and discussed the plans for the shooting range.  Council addressed any issues and questions they had with the project.  Motion made by Penfield, seconded by VonHaden to move forward with constructing the shooting range.  All in favor.

Discussion was continued on the rates and fees study proposed at the last regular council meeting.  A grant is available through South Dakota Department of Natural Resources (SD DENR) with assistance from Southeastern Council of Governments (SECOG) for the water and sewer portion.  If the grant is received the study will cost the city approximately $800.00.  SD Municipal League stated they will do a study for free for the electrical portion.  Buum moved and Zevenbergen seconded a motion to apply for the grant through SD DENR and move forward with the electrical study with the SD Municipal League.  Unanimous.

Motion and second, Buum/McCreary to approve the 2016 Trailer Court License for LMAC, VMAC and MAC Courts for Andy and Melissa Curry.  Unanimous.

A special meeting was scheduled for Monday, December 21, 2015 at 7:00pm.

Motion made by Verros, seconded by Zevenbergen to advertise for bids for a used motor grader as delineated in the 2016 budget.  All in favor.

Motion and second, Buum/McCreary to approve the 2016 animal holding contract with the Siouxland Humane Society.  Unanimous.

Verros moved and Buum seconded a motion to appoint Corey Fanta the appraisal board member to replace Jerry Buum.  All in favor.

Motion made by Zevenbergen, seconded by Penfield to authorize Finance Officer Hammitt to sign the engagement letter with Quam and Berglin for the fiscal year 2015.  Unanimous.

Acting Police Chief Limoges distributed answers to questions and plans for the police department in the future.  Plans include getting rid of one patrol car and only having two cars.  

Motion and second, McCreary/Zevenbergen to go into executive session at 7:26pm per SDCL #1-25-2 (3) Legal Counsel.  All in favor.

Mayor Trobaugh declared the council out of executive session at 7:47pm.

Motion to adjourn, Buum/Penfield.  Unanimous.
