UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE ELK POINT CITY COUNCIL

The Elk Point City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 3, 2020 at 6:30pm in the council chambers of City Hall located at 106 W. Pleasant Street with Mayor McCreary presiding and these members present:  Abraham, Zevenbergen, Verros, Penfield and VonHaden.  Nelson was absent.   Also present were:  City Attorney Thompson, City Engineer McLaury, City Administrator Tuttle, Police Chief Limoges, Public Works Director Job and Finance Officer Hammitt.

The meeting began at 6:30pm with study session and the regular council meeting began at 7:00pm.

Mayor McCreary moved the swimming pool committee to the first line item under unfinished business.  Motion made by VonHaden, seconded by Abraham to approve the agenda.  All in favor.

Zevenbergen moved and Verros seconded a motion to approve the minutes from the January 6, 2020 council meeting.  Unanimous.

Motion and second, Abraham/Zevenbergen to approve the following salaries and bills and to instruct the Finance Officer for payment of the same.  All in favor. Mayor McCreary declared the council out of executive session at 7:30pm.

VonHaden moved and Penfield seconded a motion to approve pay request #1 for $38,189.37 and authorize Mayor McCreary to sign the settlement agreement with Burbach Aquatics, Inc.  All in favor.

Marcee Irlbeck, Jessica Keegan, Amanda Adams and Laura Throener, Swimming Pool Committee members were in attendance to discuss the proposed Swimming Pool project.  The committee agreed they would like to see a $1.5 million bond be voted on at the Municipal/School Election on April 14, 2020.  They would like to see the project continue to move forward.  Council agreed to add to the agenda a Resolution to call an election at the special meeting in February.  

Motion and second, Penfield/Verros to do an ownership search on the quit claim deed for Lions Park.  Unanimous.

Motion made by Penfield, seconded by Zevenbergen to hire Skyler Poppen as a full-time uncertified patrolman starting at $17.00/hour.  All in favor.

Public Works Director Job requested the council agree to lay a thin lift of asphalt on Washington Street.  The approximate cost is $3,900-$5,200.  Washington Street is in the plan to reconstruct in 2021, but Job feels this would help until it is completed.  Zevenbergen moved and VonHaden seconded a motion to approve Job’s request.  Unanimous.

Motion and second, Penfield/VonHaden to approve the 2020 street sweeping contract with the State of South Dakota for $3,600.00.  All in favor.

Motion made by Penfield, seconded by Zevenbergen to approve the following Resolution.  Unanimous.
