UNAPPROVED MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL MEETING OF THE ELK POINT CITY COUNCIL AND LOCAL BOARD OF EQUALIZATION

The Elk Point City Council and the Local Board of Equalization met in special session on Monday, March 16, 2020 at 6:00pm in the council chamber of City Hall located at 106 W. Pleasant Street with Mayor McCreary presiding and these members present:  Verros, Nelson, Zevenbergen, Penfield and VonHaden.  Abraham was absent.  Also present were:  City Administrator Tuttle, Public Works Director Job, Police Chief Limoges and Finance Officer Hammitt.  

Motion made by Zevenbergen, seconded by Verros to approve the agenda.  All in favor.

Motion and second, VonHaden/Verros to adjourn as the City Council and convene as the Local Board of Equalization with School Board member Sabrina Sayler present.  Unanimous.

Ann Truhe filed objection #1 on Lot 69, Block 5, Country Club Estates, City of Elk Point (Parcel #03.10.05.2070).  The objector requested the board reduce the structure from $205,964 to $169,404 to make the structure similar to comparable presented to the board.  Motion made by Zevenbergen, seconded by VonHaden to lower the structure amount to $169,404 as requested.  All in favor.

Penfield arrived at 6:26pm.

Objection #2 was filed by Stephen Nelson on Lot 45 & W ½ Lot 46, Block 5, Country Club Estates, City of Elk Point (Parcel #03.10.05.3085).  The objector requested the board reduce the structure from $465,558 to 374,158.  The home and land were appraised at $410,000 and the objector feels this this is what the total assessed value should be.  Verros moved and Penfield seconded a motion to lower the structure amount to $374,158 as requested.  Voting in favor:  McCreary, VonHaden, Verros, Penfield, Sayler and Zevenbergen. No one voted against.  Nelson abstained.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Penfield and seconded by Nelson to approve that all other taxable property in the City of Elk Point has been properly placed upon the assessment roll and has been duly valued by the Director of Equalization.  Unanimous.

Verros moved and VonHaden seconded a motion to adjourn and the Local Board of Equalization.  All in favor.

The City Council discussed procedures and plans in place due to the coronavirus.

Motion and second, Penfield/VonHaden to adjourn.  Unanimous.
