Motion made by Verros, seconded by Leitru to re advertise for one seasonal Public Works Department employee.  Unanimous.
Discussion was held on Resolution #2015-1, which was adopted at the March 2, 2015 council meeting.  This Resolution supports a petition to Burlington Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) and South Dakota Department of Transportation (SDDOT) to reduce the speed of trains traveling through the city limits of Elk Point to 25 MPH or less for the safety and well-being of the citizens of Elk Point.  Council members along with other Elk Point city residents will circulate the petition to receive signatures.  All in favor.
A special meeting was scheduled for Thursday, April 16, 2015 at 7:00pm to canvass the votes from the April 14, 2015 election.
McCreary moved and Buum seconded a motion to approve the bid for the Main Street flower pots from Dreamwork Designs for $75.00 per pot, which includes new dirt, fertilizer and plants, plus dead heading two to four times a month as needed and fertilizer once per month.  Voting in favor:  McCreary, Buum, Leitru and Honomichl.  Voting against:  Verros.  Motion carried.

The following bids were reviewed for seal coating:

2. The Road Guy Construction Company, Inc. - $1.25 per square yard

Motion and second, Honomichl/Buum to accept the low bid from The Road Guy Construction Company, Inc. for $1.25/square yard.  Unanimous.
The Rubble Site began summer hours on Wednesday, April 8th.  Hours are Wednesday’s 5:00pm-7:00pm and Saturday’s 9:00am-5:00pm.  

Discussion was held on holding a spring cleanup for Elk Point customers.  Motion made by Verros, seconded by McCreary to rent six dumpsters and hold a spring cleanup on Saturday, May 2nd and Sunday, May 3rd or until the six dumpsters are full.  All in favor.

Discussion was held on the South Dakota Department of Transportation agreement for use and restoration of detour and/or wet weather detour.  Council is concerned about the future Rose Street Project and the roads current conditions.  City Administrator Nelsen was directed to draft a letter to the SD DOT stating the city’s concerns and possible assistance when the city begins the Rose Street Reconstruction project.   
Motion made by Verros, seconded by Leitru to advertise for two on call police officers.  Voting in favor:  Verros, Leitru and Buum.  Voting against:  McCreary and Honomichl.  Motion carried.

Council agreed to turn down a request from United Parish Church for a door prize donation as they don’t want to set a precedent for future requests.  
Verros moved and Buum seconded a motion to advertise for a part-time librarian.  Unanimous.

Motion and second, McCreary/Buum to advertise to accept sealed bids for exterior painting, 50MG Cone Elevated Water Storage Tank (old water tower) as budgeted.  All in favor.
Motion to adjourn, McCreary/Honomichl.  Unanimous.
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
